Preconstruction Activities

• “activities associated with a project that occur before construction 
begins, including, but not limited to, design of the project, 
permitting for the project, surveys and data collection, site 
development, solicitation, public hearings, local code or 
comprehensive plan amendments, establishing local funding 
sources, and easement acquisition.



Final Considerations

• Quick turnaround - two-month window

• We need data support of current and future flooding when 
applying

• Want to be thoughtful with applying for implementation grants 
before long-term planning is finished, make sure they’re 
complementary

• We need to understand if/which pre-construction activities 
support that, and how to frame the final project that would result 
from those activities

• Will need to consult closely with Aptim
